GRANTS.GOV AND UF UPDATE: EARLY 
SUBMISSION HIGHLY RECOMMENDED 
 
Grants.gov is fast becoming the centralized, online 
process to find, and apply for, more than 1,000 grant 
programs from the 26 Federal grant-making agencies.  
 
To assist in this transition, UF`s Division of Sponsored 
Research (DSR) has organized 9 "Train the Trainer" 
sessions, where more than 90 individuals selected by 
the Dean`s Office of each of the 16 Colleges will be 
trained in all aspects of Grants.gov. These individuals, 
as well as DSR staff, will become the help desks 
serving faculty and staff needing assistance when 
working with Grants.gov. To find your local Grants.gov 
expert, go to the following weblink: 
http://www.rgp.ufl.edu/research/grants_gov.html 
  
Following the "Train the Trainer" sessions which end in 
May, DSR will begin open training sessions. This will 
supplement training sessions being provided by the 
Trained Trainers in their designated areas. Look for an 
announcement in late April or early May which will 
provide schedule and registration details.  
 
Independent of these sessions, DSR is available 
anytime to assist those who will be using Grants.gov. In 
these cases, please call Proposal Processing at 392-
9267.  
 
Be prepared and submit early - Grants.gov is a new 
system and it is recognized that there may be errors 
and problems with your first attempts using Grants.gov. 
By submitting your Grants.gov proposal early, DSR and 
other local experts will be able to help identify problems 
that can be corrected to allow submission and 
acceptance of the proposal by Grants.gov.  
 
 
For all agencies other than NIH, DSR highly 
recommends you make every effort to submit your 
Grants.gov proposal to DSR no less than 5 business 
days prior to the agency deadline.  
 
For NIH grant submissions, we highly recommend you 
make every effort to submit your Grants.gov proposal 
to DSR no less than 14 business days prior to the 
agency deadline. This additional time is needed to 
allow for the NIH Commons additional system check of 
the application. If fatal errors are identified in the check, 
they must be corrected and the application resubmitted 
through Grants.gov to meet the original agency 
deadline.

Attachment from "Optional Documents" in the Grant 
Application Package  
 
3.   A clear scope of work for the Univ. of Florida's 
participation-* In addition to the requirements above, the 
STTR program also requires a statement for the 
Research Institution certifiying that they will complete the 
appropriate % of the work.  You may used the following 
template for the required statement;

Certification.doc. This is for the STTR program only, not 
the SBIR 
 
4. COI’s for PI and Co-PI at the University of Florida 
 
Preparing the Subaward Budget Attachment 
 
The Small Business would need to email the form to the 
consortium grantee. Note: consortium grantees must 
have installed the PureEdge Viewer before they can 
complete the form. The consortium grantee should 
complete all the budget information as instructed in the 
R&R Budget component instructions. 
 
Then UF as the Consortium would need to (AFTER ALL 
INSTITUTIONAL APPROVALS ARE OBTAINED!) 
complete the budget component and email it back to the 
applicant organization.

• Manuscripts published but an online 
journal link is not available: The entire 
article may be submitted electronically as a 
PDF attachment.

• Surveys, questionnaires, data collection 
instruments, clinical protocols, and informed 
consent documents.  

• No images may be included in the Appendix 
that are not also represented within Items 2-5 
of the Research Plan.
